2008 FILOIL FLYING V PRESEASON INVITATIONAL CUP

HOUSE RULES
1. The tournament will be played under the current FIBA rules.

2. The team composition should be of fifteen (15) players.

3. A game will be played for 40 minutes. There will be four (4) quarters in a game which will be played for 10 minutes each.

4. In the elimination round, the (x) participating teams will be divided in two (2) groups – Group A and group B. Group A teams will only play against the teams in Group B. Likewise, Group B teams will only play against the teams in Group A.

5. The top four teams of each group in terms of win-loss record will advance to the quarterfinal round. The number 1 and 4 ranked team of the same group will play against each other in the quarterfinals. Likewise, the number 2 and 3 ranked team of the same group will play against each other. The winners in these games will advance to the semifinals.

6. In the semifinals, a one game knockout will be played by the winners of the same group in the quarterfinal games to determine the group champion. Winners of the semifinal game will advance to the championship.

7. A team that does not have five (5) players in complete uniform after fifteen (15) minutes of the scheduled time of play will be declared losers by forfeiture.

8. A player in the bench who enters the playing court without permission will be disqualified from the game. However, he may play in the team’s next game.

9. A player in the bench who enters the playing court and engages in a fist fight will be thrown out of the game and will be suspended for the next game. A repetition of the offense will suspend him for two (2) games.

10. A team that walks out of a game will forfeit the said game. Furthermore, the Commissioner may impose additional penalties if circumstances so warrant.

11. A protest must be signed by the team captain and submitted to the Commissioner within 24 hours after the game where the object of the protest took place.

12. The Commissioner is empowered to decide on any controversies that are not specifically covered by the rules. The decision of the Commissioner on any kind of protest or appeal is final.

13. In case of ties in win-loss record among teams in the same group, a quotient system will be applied, in which the team’s total points for in all their games in the elimination round will be divided by the total points against them by their opponents on the elimination round.



If teams in the same group are tied in win-loss record for:

a. First Place

The team with the highest quotient will be adjudged the number 1 ranked team.
b. Second Place


The team with the highest quotient will be adjudged the number 2 ranked team.
c. Third Place 




The team with the highest quotient will be adjudged the number 3 ranked team.
d. Fourth Place




The team with the highest quotient will be adjudged the number 3 ranked team.
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
